

















John E. Simons is Artistic Director and Conductor of
the Choral Society of Middle Georgia. He serves as
Associate Professor of Choral and Church Music, Director
of Graduate Studies, and Director of the Townsend-
McAfee Institute for Church Music Studies at Mercer
University’s Townsend School of Music.

A native Texan, he holds a BME and Master of Music in
Conducting from Baylor University and a DMA in Choral
Conducting from the University of North

Carolma at Greensboro. His choral conducting mentors were Euell Porter, Hugh
Sanders, Richard Cox, Hilary Apfelstadt, and William P. Carroll. Having served as
a collegiate conductor, public school teacher, and church musician, Dr. Simons
founded the Southern Piedmont Children's Choir in North Carolina, the North
Carolina United Methodist All-State Youth Choir, the Brevard College Sacred Music
Project, the Oklahoma Baptist University Church Music Camerata, the Georgia All-
State CBF Youth Choir Festival, and the Mercer University Children’s Choir.

In addition to his administrative duties, he teaches graduate courses in church music
and choral literature, conducts the Mercer University Men’s Choir, and coordinates
the initiatives of the Townsend-McAfee Institute. He also serves as Coordinating
Editor of the Celebrating Grace Hymnal. Dr. Simons is married to flutist Ellen
Camille Simons, and they have four children.

Accompanist Gail Leven Pollock holds a BA degree
from Mercer University and an MBA from Georgia
College and State University. She recently retired from
the business faculty of Macon State College and
returned to Mercer as a student in the Master of Music
program. She is the organist at Riverside United
Methodist Church and a published composer of organ,
piano, and choral works for Shawnee Press, Warner
Brother Publications, Abingdon Press, and Lorenz

Music. Her music has been featured in workshops on Georgia composers at several
summer conferences of the Georgia chapter of the American Choral Directors
Association (ACDA).

She has performed as a pianist, organist, and singer in music festivals and choir tours
in England, Italy, and Austria. She is a member of the American Society of
Composers, Authors, and Publishers (ASCAP), American Guild of Organists (AGO),
and ACDA. In addition, just to be sure she didn’t miss anything, she once served as a
Director of Music, accompanied musical theater productions, played keyboard in a
band, wrote and recorded a jingle for a beer commercial, and played for a mass at St.
Peter’s in Rome. In her spare time, Gail likes to leave the country and/or ride well-
behaved horses.




Timothy Fountain serves as Associate Pastor of
the Worship Arts Ministries at Harvest
Cathedral. Pastor Tim retired from the United
States Air Force in January 2003 after serving 21
years. He was a member of the United States Air
Force Band where he was the principal lead
singer of several musical ensembles. His travels
have taken him throughout the United States,
Europe, Russia, and North and South America.
As a vocalist, he recorded six compact discs
while in the Air Force Band.

Pastor Tim provides pastoral leadership for the Performing Arts
ministries, which includes the praise teams, choir, band, drama, and
dance departments. He is the Worship Leader and works directly with
the band and choir. He leads the 60 voice mass choir and is responsible
for performance related events working with audio media production.

He has also recently released his first solo CD project titled “Turn on to
God”, followed by the solo release concert at Harvest Cathedral, which
was a huge success. The CD was co-produced by Larry Howard at
Omega Arts Studio in Macon, Ga. and is a collection of songs from
various musical styles: blues, jazz, gospel, and contemporary Christian.

He is married to the love of his life, Bertha. They have two adult
children and one grandchild. He and his wife reside in Warner Robins,
Ga. Opera. Later, she studied at Yale University, continuing her vocal
training with Lili Chookasian.
